Court was temporarily
held in a residence three miles south of the present county seat of
Sullivan. Early in 1844 East Nelson became the seat of governmen
That fall the seat was moved to GsRoint, which was renamed
Sullivan to memorialize Gen. Moultrigvictory over the British fleet at
Sullivan Island. Construction of the original courthouse began there
1847. This building was destroyed by fire in 1864 and replaced by al
new building. The present courthouse was constructed in<1906.
